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Family History Questions
e to Ask Your Relatives

There is history in everyone we meet ....
Task:

To interview a family member or someone who you know well (preferably an older person)

Presentation:
You will decide how you present the information — you may be as creative as you wish.

Before the interview:

e Decide on who you might want to talk to.

e Arrange a time or times that work for you both. This can be on the phone, on
FaceTime, Skype etc if they do not live nearby or you cannot see them.

e Do ask if there are any photos or objects that might be able to see.

e Read the questions. Decide on at least 15 you want to ask.

e You may have other questions you want to ask too. Go ahead! This is your project.
You could do it in one go or at different times if that works best.

Do the interview
e Listen carefully!
e Take notes if you need to but not if that stops you listening....

After the interview:

e Don't wait too long before making notes of the main things that you learned.

e Think about how best to present what you have learned about your person and how
life has changed.

e You can present your information in any way you like —in your book, in a separate
book... itis up to you.
Be creative; include all you have learned,

e You are making a new historical source.
